CHAPTER VI
CONSPECTUS OF DEME QUOTAS AND LOCATIONS

INTRODUCTION

It is convenient to incorporate pertinent results of the preceding five chapters, together
with other topographical evidence, into a revised map of the trittytic organization of Attica.
The scheme follows that utilized in Hesperia, Suppl. XIV, but there have been important
revisions. The idea of the trittys presented here is significantly different from that presented
in 1975. Furthermore, there has been an attempt at a fuller and more accurate presentation
of the data: fuller, because trittys names and variant quotas are now included; more
accurate, because the locations and trittys affiliations of all the demes have been reviewed in
the light of recent scholarship, with the most obvious result that 27 changes have been made
in deme locations and 35 in trittys assignments since Hesperia, Suppl. XIV. A particularly
significant change is that Acharnai is now treated as a split deme, and the resultant total of
demes, accordingly, rises to 140.

The basic scheme is as follows. Demes of the city, inland, and coastal regions are
indicated respectively by circles, by triangles, and by squares,' each shape being drawn of a
size roughly corresponding to its quota of representation in the Council. (Variant quotas are
denoted by a slash.) Demes belonging to the same trittys are connected by lines, usually
drawn to the largest member of the trittys, but sometimes, where the demes are more nearly
equal in size, to the most central or most conveniently located member. An “arrowed” line
pointing to a deme name indicates that the complementary portion of the trittys lies in
another region which cannot be conveniently linked on the map, i.e. coastal Probalinthos
should be joined with urban Kydathenaion to form the city trittys of the third phyle. Trittys
names, which are often identical with deme names, have been underiined. Broken
underlining on the Map signifies an uncertain name; part-Roman / part-italic is the
convention in the Tables, e.g. Melite.? The trittyes are numbered according to the official
order of the phylai, small Roman numerals for the ten city trittyes, capital Roman numerals
for the ten coastal members, and large Arabic numerals for the ten trittyes belonging to the
inland area. N.B. The type of numeral is of especial importance for trittys enclaves assigned
to other regions. In addition, to illustrate the relationships more clearly, the demes of each
phyle have been assigned a different color.

The Map is served by a Conspectus of Quotas and Deme Locations divided by phyle
into ten tables which list in respective columns trittys (an asterisk® and italics indicate that
the deme belongs to an enclave assigned from another segment), deme, quota,’ location

The quota of 1 for
Potamos Deiradiotes on the map was a misprint; it should have been 2 (P. Siewert, per litt.). Other changes
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according, where possible, to modern place names,* and a brief summary of the evidence for
the locations and, where pertinent, trittys assignment with reference to works in which this
evidence has been presented. Accompanying each table are footnotes on some of the
problems of topography and trittys assignment.

Not all the Attic demes have been located with the same degree of certainty. The
locations, accordingly, have been classified into four general categories, both on the map and
in the tables, according te the following criteria:

1. CERTAIN OR PrOBABLE LocaTion = No Question Mark on Map (76 demes)®

This usually means a deme-site, i.c. considerable ancient remains and epigraphical
(especially a deme-decree) or literary evidence to identify it. Sometimes the ancient remains
are slight, but there is sufficient literary or epigraphical evidence to define the location fairly
closely. Occasionally the general location is known with certainty, e.g. Sounion or
Marathon, but there is an embarrassment of remains; in these cases what seems the most
probable place for the deme center has been suggested.

2. GENERAL OR APPROXIMATE LocaTioN = Question Mark Following Circle, but not
Name (24 demes)®

In these instances there are usually few archaeological remains, i.e. no deme-site, but
there is evidence from a literary source to give a general or approximate location. Sometimes
there is slight supporting evidence, e.g. survival of the name in a nearby region. For all the
demes of this category, the modern place name given in the tables must be treated, if it is not
already apparent from the designation, as only the general area to which the deme should
belong.

3. PossieLE LocaTion = Question Mark Following Name but not Circle (22 demes)’
This usually means a deme-site, but there is little evidence, either literary or
epigraphical, to identify it. Several criteria have been utilized, however, in pairing name to
site: (a) the deme is usually known to belong either certainly or probably to the trittys in
question;® (b) the relative size of the deme as evidenced by the bouleutic quota compares

are noted above: Hippothontid Oinoe has been altered from 4 to 2, and Hamaxanteia from 2 to 1; the estimates
of the quotas of Eleusis, Peiraieus, Aixone, Halai of Aixone, and Phlya have been revised; and the alternate
figures for the variant quotas of Kydathenaion, Angele, Erchia, Bate, lkarion, and Kydantidai are now
preferred. Acharnai has been treated as a deme of two segments, the quotas of which total 22,

* Our knowledge of the trittys affiliations and the locations of the Attic demes has increased considerably in
the last decade with the unexpected result of more exceptions to the conpact trittys. We must, accordingly, be
cautious in locating demes from trittys information alone. Nine demes, all of them small (the largest has 3
councillors, and the total bouleutic representation is 17), have been placed on the map largely on the basis of
trittys affiliation: Kedoi, Bate, Erikeia, Ionidai, Aithalidai or Hybadai, Kikynna, Poros, Elaious, and Azenia.
